PUB NEWS 

The Leather Bottle, Pleshey – Our BLO Chris Mills has sent me the following good news: 

“Just as moves for a community buy out were getting underway they were rendered 
unnecessary as Landlord/lady Eddie and Jackie Pedzinski decided to buy the pub 
themselves to prevent it being spoiled. After some tough negotiations and an attempted 
gazumping they have been successful and hope to become their own bosses by 15th July. 
Great news not only for them but also for the village. 

Meanwhile having a guest beer in addition to the Adnam’s and ubiquitous GK IPA is working 
well. Hopefully when they’re free of the tie we’ll see a further choice of beers. 

In conjunction with Eddie and Jackie to have the pub’s listing amended to cover the unspoilt 
public bar with a view to protecting it from future unsympathetic change. 

 

The Sportsman, Nounsley  – Further to last month’s news I now understand that there 
aren’t any immediate plans to sell up at the moment and indeed there are a good 16 years 
left on the lease. Therefore we hope this nice country pub with a good selection of ales will 
stay in its current good hands. 

 



Prince of Wales, Inworth  – Once again this now appears to be closed and the lease is 
again for sale. I can never understand why such a decent looking pub in attractive 
surroundings on the main road from Kelvedon to Tiptree just doesn’t seem to make a go of it 
but perhaps it’s just a sign of the decline in our times. 

The Bell, Ingatestone  – Was one of 12 Punch Tavern houses acquired by Shepherd 
Neame last month. Obviously it’s nice to have a change of ales but I believe it was a 
disappointment to landlord Steve as I understood he was interested in buying the lease and 
becoming a free house. 

The Griffin, Danbury  – Has now gone to new owners and is currently being refurbished with 
plans to open in the next couple of weeks. I understand that they plan to keep 3 real ales on 
offer but what these will be I am not sure. The building will become 2 distinct halves with one 
side offering a covered table restaurant and the other more traditional bar meals. 

The Marsham Arms, Chelmsford  – Has now closed and is expected to become a fast food 
outlet.  

The Cricketers, Mill Green, Fryerning  – Will be holding a car boot sale on Saturday 4th 
from 10.00am in aid of Essex Air Ambulance, a very worthy cause. Breakfasts and burgers 
will be available. If you fancy putting some of your bits and pieces up for sale and would like 
a table it’s £10 or if you bring your own £5.
